The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, June 13, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.
ROLL CALL:
Vice-Chair Bristow called the meeting to order noting a quorum with the following present.
Present: Vice-Chair Joseph Bristow, Trustee Larry Justus, Trustee Timothy Bozarth, Trustee Viona Hague.  With Manager Sheila Carbahal and Grounds Foreman Nick Glide.
Absent: Chairperson Kilkenny out due to illness.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion to approve. Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Vice-Chair opened and closed public comments seeing no public in attendance. 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of May Meeting Minutes – Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion to approve.  Trustee Hague made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Trustee Justus seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of May Submitted Claims – Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion. Trustee Justus made the motion to approve.  Members had questions regarding claims to Lemuria Nursery. Foreman Glide explained claims were for the crepe myrtle trees for the west berm area. The motion was then seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued – Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion.  Trustee Bozarth made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received and the sale of Burial Rights Certificate #1530.  It was seconded by Trustee Justus.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
d) Forms – SDFT Report/FPPC Multi-County Biennial Notice/Draft Audit FYE’s 6/30/2016 and 6/30/2017 – Manager Carbahal recommended and presented to the Board a request from the County for the preparation of the Special District Financial Transaction Report for fiscal year ending June 30, 2018 in the amount of $273.00 and the FPPC Multi-County District Biennial Notice with no changes.  Trustee Justus made the motion to accept the recommendation with the Vice-Chair to sign both documents.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  The Manager presented her questions and corrections given to the auditor for the draft audit for fiscal years ending June 30, 2016 and June 30, 2017.  She stated the auditor made the corrections and resubmitted the audit draft.  Vice-chair Bristow called for a motion.  Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the draft with the corrections made and the Management’s responses.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.

e)  ACTION TAKEN  – Manager Carbahal received a satisfactory evaluation.  Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion.  Trustee Bozarth made the motion to accept the evaluation and retain Manager Carbahal in her position as Manager.  Trustee Hague seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all ayes.  The Manager reported both Foreman Glide and the grounds man had satisfactory evaluations with pay increases.  Foreman Glide will advance to step 2 and Josh will advance to step 3 on their pay charts.   
f)  BUDGETS – Current and Fiscal Year 2018-2019 – The Manager presented the current budget and stated more revenues have been received than anticipated.  She added she is watching the salaries and benefits section due to miscalculations in case a budget adjustment is needed.  Board members discussed the proposed fiscal year 2018-2019 budget.  Anticipated revenues increasing due to new housing developments, final year for receiving $35,506 in arrearage payments, increases to salary and benefits and services and supplies projected lower.  Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion.  Trustee Hague made the motion to accept the proposed 2018-2019 Fiscal Year Budget with Total Financing Sources of $641,133.00.  The members discussed that fund balance again has been added into the budget in the hopes that the proposed modular office building will be completed this fiscal year.  Trustee Justus seconded the motion.  With no further discussion and all members voting aye the motion carried.  The new budget Signature Authorization form was presented with both Manager Carbahal and Foreman Glide’s names.  Trustee Justus made the motion to approve both names listed with a second from Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes. 
g)  BENCH PLACEMENT – The Manager presented a request from a family for a small granite bench with pad.  Vice-Chair Bristow called for a motion.  Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the placement of a granite bench with cement base pad.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth and the motion carried with all ayes.       
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS   
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported on the following. 
Burials were down from the prior month.  Memorial Day Service was a success with four hundred and sixty flags placed on Veterans graves.  The architect has not received the site plans for the modular office.  Foreman Glide reported the purchase and planting of crepe myrtle shrubs along the west berm.  Lowering device ramps needed welding repairs, the backhoe was serviced and a quote received for further repairs.
b) Budget  – May’s budget previously discussed during action items.
c) Correspondence – County of Yolo has changed banks and new deposit stamps will be
issued to the district.  YCPARMIA sent notice of carrier change for Pollution/Remediation Legal Liability.    
d) Development on East Fence –  Vice-Chair Bristow informed the Board members that our

property line on the east fence is in error according to engineers developing the land adjacent to the cemetery.  Board members discussed the possibility of removing the cyclone fence once the neighboring fence is installed and landscaping that area with rose bushes or maybe niches if possible.

e)   Investment Accounts – No report given. 
f)   Board Comments – Future Agenda Items –  Possible pay chart changes for the hiring of a new grounds man to replace Josh after notice given on June 12th.
