The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, December 12, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.
ROLL CALL:
Chair Kilkenny called the meeting to order noting a quorum with the following in attendance.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve. Trustee Hague made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Chair Kilkenny opened public comments noting guest Jesse Loren representing the Hispanic Advisory Committee.  Ms. Loren wanted to thank the Winters Cemetery for allowing the HAC to host the Dia De Los Muertos first annual celebration at the cemetery.  Both the positive and negative aspects of the event were discussed and how to improve for next year. 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of November Meeting Minutes – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve.  Vice-chair Bristow made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Trustee Hague seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of November Submitted Claims – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion. Vice-chair Bristow made the motion to approve the claims.  Questions were asked on the following claims from Holt, Foothill and two claims for urn vaults and liners. The motion was then seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  With no further questions or discussion the motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Trustee Bozarth made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received and the sale of Burial Rights Certificate #1541.  It was seconded by Vice-chair Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes. 
d)  Health & Safety Code 9069(a-i) Abandoned Plots – Manager Carbahal requested Board’s approval to move forward procedurally to reclaim for cemetery ownership abandoned plots where no burials have taken place in fifty years.  She stated we can wait until the computer mapping is completed or proceed and submit from those sections that have been computer mapped.  Chair Kilkenny suggested sending in request as sections are completed.  Vice-chair Bristow made the motion to proceed with reclaiming plots for cemetery ownership.  Trustee Hague seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes. 
e)  CAPC March Conference – Three Attendees -  Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Trustee Bozarth made the motion to approve the Manager and two Trustees attend the conference in March.  Manager Carbahal commented it was budgeted for and accounts affected will still have funds remaining. It was seconded by Vice-chair Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS 
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported on the following. 
Staff had three full burials and four cremation burials.  The large wreath was placed to honor our Veterans for Christmas.  The mapping is continuing, the modular office plans are with the City for plans review.  The school district waived impact fees on the modular but the County charged $581.42 impact fees.  Grounds man Franco successfully completed his three month probation and received a step increase.  Foreman Glide reported on the following.  Two trees were purchased with donation money.  Due to the rains the irrigation timers have been shut off.  Low spots on the grounds are being filled and grass replaced.  
b) Budget – The budget was reviewed through November. Property tax revenues from Yolo
County have been posted with increases from last year.  Pass Through funds will not be disbursed until January.  Solano County’s revenue has not been reported as received yet.  Operational expenses are below budget at this time.  Salaries and benefits are slightly over budget due to increasing wages in order to hire at mid-year a replacement grounds man with experience and knowledge.  
c) Correspondence – A thank you card from the Hispanic Advisory Committee was received 
thanking us for allowing the Dia De Los Muertos celebration to be held at the cemetery. 

The Public Cemetery Alliance newsletter was received.  City of Winters notified us of first review comments of Modular Building plans for permits will need corrections and modifications.     
d)  Health & Safety Code 9028(a-b) Board Elections – Board members discussed elections for officers will be held in January.  Some Board members stated they choose not to have their names included in the nomination process.     
e)   City of Winters Development Fees –  The City’s first review of the modular building site plans are requiring needed corrections, clarifications and changes to be made.
f)   Investment Accounts - Chair Kilkenny stated the committee will meet in January after quarterly reports are received.  A full report will be presented in February.  
g)  Board comments and Future Agenda Items - Future scheduling for the yearly planning meeting to be discussed.  Plot availability and burial counts to be discussed.
