The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, May 9, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.
ROLL CALL:
Chairperson Kilkenny called the meeting to order noting a quorum and all members present.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve. Trustee Hague made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Justus.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Chair Kilkenny opened and closed public comments seeing no public in attendance. 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of April Meeting Minutes - Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve.  Vice-Chair Bristow made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Trustee Bozarth seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of April Submitted Claims - Chair Kilkenny called for a motion. Trustee Hague made the motion to approve.  Members had questions regarding claims to Suisun Valley, Draper’s Locksmith and Holt.  Manager Carbahal explained claims were for irrigation parts, replacement of a broken maintenance door lock and rental of an excavator.  The motion was then seconded by Vice-Chair Bristow.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued - Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Vice-Chair Bristow made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received with a second from Trustee Justus.  The motion carried with all ayes.  Vice-Chair Bristow made the motion to acknowledge the sale of Burial Rights Certificates #1524 thru #1529 and the pre-signing of Burial Rights Certificates #1530 thru #1534.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  With all ayes the motion carried.  
d) Proposal – SD Financial Transaction Report –   The Manager presented a written proposal from Mark Krummenacker a previous Yolo County Auditor employee to prepare the SDFT report at a cost of $150.  She explained the County charges more but all information is in their possession and if an error is made they can quickly correct and re-submit to the State Controller.  The Board discussed the proposal and chose to take no action.        
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS   
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported on the following.
Burials and plots sales increased from the prior month.  Trustee Bristow volunteered to place cremation ashes in the Niche on a Saturday due to employees not available.  The VFW donated 200 small flags.  The auditor requested more documents from prior years. The first phase of the civil engineers work for the modular office has begun.  The plans for Memorial Day Service are in place.  Three veteran markers were purchased and placed.  The Grounds Foreman report stated rental of an excavator for burials and trencher for west berm area for installation of an irrigation line. Crepe myrtle shrubs were ordered.  Purchases included a pressure washer, rotor sprinklers and a pallet of fertilizer.     
b) Budget  – April was reviewed and discussed.  The Manager stated revenues have exceeded
projected amounts with more revenues expected in May.  The Salaries and Benefits object unit are being looked at closely for possible budget adjustments if overruns occur from the County posting a June 2017 payroll into the month of July 2018 and a missed Federal payroll 941 tax deposit.  Service and supplies appropriations are well within budget at this time.       
c) Correspondence –  Lafco notified the District that Erik Vink from the Yolo County Flood

Control and Water Conservation District won the nomination for the Consolidated RDA Board.
Trustee Justus will serve as the alternate representative.  The PCA newsletter was received.  A phone call was received regarding an incident occurring on cemetery grounds over the weekend involving three females.  They appeared to be intoxicated, removed their clothes and went to the bathroom on cemetery grass.  The concerned citizen emailed pictures she had taken of the three females.  The police will be contacted. 
d)  Public Cemetery Alliance Conference –  Chair Kilkenny, Trustee Hague and Foreman Glide plan on attending.
e)   Investment Accounts – The Board was given a corrected copy of the quarterly report from the Investment Committee.  Chair Kilkenny as treasurer of the committee explained the numbers from the investment summary reports from Wells Fargo Advisors. 
f)   Board Comments – Future Agenda Items –  The next meeting will have employee evaluations and the next fiscal year budget.
