The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, April 11, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.
ROLL CALL:
Chairperson Kilkenny called the meeting to order noting a quorum with the following present and Trustee Justus absent.

Absent: Trustee Larry Justus (due to illness)
AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve. Trustee Hague made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Chair Kilkenny opened and closed public comments seeing no public in attendance. 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of March Meeting Minutes - Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve.  Vice-Chair Bristow made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Trustee Bozarth seconded the motion.  The motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of March Submitted Claims - Chair Kilkenny called for a motion. Trustee Hague had questions regarding the claim from The Grove Architects.  Manager Carbahal explained it’s a retainer for plans on the modular site work. Trustee Hague made the motion to approve, with a second from Vice-Chair Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued - Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Trustee Bozarth made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received and the sale of Burial Rights Certificates #1522 and #1523.  It was seconded by Trustee Hague.  With all ayes the motion carried.  
d) YC Consolidated Redevelopment Oversight Board –   Lafco requested a final vote on three names nominated for the seat on the Yolo County Consolidated Redevelopment Oversight Board.  Chair Kilkenny made the motion to recommend the vote be cast for Winters Cemetery Trustee Larry Justus.  It was seconded by Vice-Chair Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes.     
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS   
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported the following.  Three
granite headstones were ordered and placed for veterans with missing markers.  The audit is still not completed.  The architect has given the go ahead to the civil engineers to proceed with site 
plans.  The older burials are creating some concerns with the mapping program when there is missing information. The VFW is hoping to have the scheduled Memorial Day Service on Monday, May 28.  Nick reported that he and Josh attended the PCA Equipment show in Rocklin. He’s aerated the grounds for better irrigation and sprayed for weed control.  He reported talking with two vendors on pricing of excavators.  
b) Budget  – The budget for the period ending March was reviewed and discussed.  Manager
Carbahal reported more revenues should be distributed from the County in the latter part of April or first part of May.  Most appropriations are on target.  Money budgeted from Unassigned Fund Balance for the Modular office will roll over to next year’s budget due to the delay with the process.    
c) Correspondence –  CSDA submitted emails with concerns regarding two Assembly bills to

re-establish Redevelopment Agencies.  If passed as presented these two bills could divert property tax revenues from us in the targeted areas of the Redevelopment property without a Pass-Through agreement or voting from the public.  CSDA recommended contacting our State Senator and Assembly person to voice our personal concerns.   
d)  Abandoned Plots – As more computer mapping is completed there are plots where no burials have taken place or no burial for over fifty years.  Health and Safety Code #8136 and #9069 stipulates the cemetery can attempt to reclaim the plots through the Superior Court system.  The board discussed keeping a list of the possible plots that would be returned to the cemetery through the legal process. 
e)   Investment Accounts – The investment committee is scheduled to meet for their quarterly meeting and their report will be available next month. 
f)   Board Comments – Future Agenda Items –  Trustee Hague will contact the Johnston family regarding their unused plots.
