The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, August 8, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.
ROLL CALL:
Chair Kilkenny called the meeting to order noting a quorum with the following present.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve. Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Chair Kilkenny opened and closed public comments seeing no public in attendance.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of July Meeting Minutes – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve.  Vice-Chair Bristow made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Trustee Bozarth seconded the motion.  Chair Kilkenny had a question regarding Winters Chamber dues.  Manager Carbahal responded, the Chamber reduced the proposed annual fees from $200 down to $50.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of July Submitted Claims – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion. Trustee Bozarth made the motion to approve the claims.  Board members had questions regarding claims from CalPERS and YCPARMIA. The motion was then seconded by Trustee Justus.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Trustee Justus made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received and the sale of Burial Rights Certificate #1532 – 1533, and the pre-signing of Burial Rights Certificates #1535 - 1538.  It was seconded by Vice-Chair Bristow.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
d) Equipment Purchase (Pump Regulator) – The Manager recommended the Board postpone this item to a later date due to a lack of cost proposals.
e)  Final Audit (Fiscal Years 2016 and 2017) -  Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to accept the final audit received.  Trustee Justus made the motion to accept with a second from Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  Manager Carbahal will be forwarding a copy to Yolo County Department of Financial Services as required.   
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS 
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported on the following.
Two full burials and one cremation burial.  County has not closed June 30, 2018 FYE. Website is up with required postings or links to specific sites.  Help wanted ads were placed in the local newspaper for a groundsman.  Foreman Glide reported regular grounds maintenance with added spraying of weeds around headstones and streets.  He attended a Hispanic Advisory Committee meeting where they asked if the Cemetery would be interested in helping to organize a celebration for Dia de Los Muertos(Day of the Dead).     
b) Budget  –  Manager Carbahal stated the County has not yet closed June 30, 2018
fiscal year for final numbers.  The Board reviewed July’s preliminary numbers presented.
c) Correspondence –  The Manager informed the Board that a one hundred dollar donation

was received from Sandy Vickrey for the purchase of rose bushes.  A notice was received from CAPC asking for individuals interested in running for the vacant Board of Directors positions.  The announcement was received for the CAPC Annual Education Seminar to be held in Tahoe in October.  Trustee Bozarth and Foreman Glide are interested in attending.  
d)   Investment Accounts – Vice-chair Bristow and Manager Carbahal of the Investment Committee met on July 20, 2018.  The Board discussed the report presented from the compilation of the Wells Fargo Advisors monthly statements.
e)   Board Comments – Future Agenda Items –  It was suggested all Board members should wear their green Cemetery shirts at the September meeting for Website pictures.  Dia de Los Muertos celebration and VFD for the pump will be placed on next month’s agenda.
