The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, October 10, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.
ROLL CALL:
Chair Kilkenny called the meeting to order noting a quorum with all members present.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve. Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Chair Kilkenny opened public comments recognizing two members from the Hispanic Advisory Committee.  Jesse Loren gave the Board a brief idea of what’s planned for the Dia De Los Muertos event if held at the cemetery.  She described the setup, building altars, music and celebrations for the event on Friday, November 2, 2018.  Dago Fierros explained the history behind the event and the intention is to show the importance of remembering our loved ones that have passed.
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of September Meeting Minutes – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve.  Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Trustee Bristow seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of September Submitted Claims – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion. Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the claims. The motion was then seconded by Trustee Hague.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Vice-chair Bristow made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received, the sale of Burial Rights Certificates #1535 – 1537 and the pre-signing of Burial Rights Certificates #1539 - 1540.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
d) Re-Appointment – Trustees  –  Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to have a letter sent to the Yolo County Board of Supervisors requesting re-appointments of Trustee Larry Justus and Vice-Chair Joseph Bristow.  Trustee Hague made the motion. It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.   
e)  Modular Building – Change Order – The Manager recommended the Board approve Change Order 1 from Design Space and explained the cost increase is due to the delay of 
fourteen months from when the original contract was signed to the approval by the Planning Department.  Vice-chair Bristow made the motion to accept the change order increase in the amount of $5,306.19.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth and will be signed by Chair Kilkenny.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.  
f)  Dia De Los Muertos Event -  Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve the event to be held on cemetery grounds on Friday, November 2.  Cemetery staff will be in attendance to assist.  Manager Carbahal presented an Event Agreement citing rules and conditions for the event and recommended the Hispanic Advisory Committee needs to agree and sign.  Trustee Justus made the motion to approve.  Vice-chair Bristow seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS 
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported on the following. 
County’s computer software problems causing late claim payments for our vendors, computer mapping of burials, donations received for trees and rose bushes and the status of the modular building.  Foreman Glide was on vacation but his report noted the following.  The grounds were fertilized, fuel meter on diesel tank replaced, spraying around headstones, purchased a weed trimmer and backpack blower.  Artemio Franco the new groundsman is working out well.
b) Budget  –  Manager Carbahal and the Board reviewed the budget through September. 
No Property Tax Revenue numbers have been received from the County.  Expenditures are below projected amounts at this time.  
c) Correspondence –  CAPC is requesting quarterly newsletters be delivered via email.  The

next CAPC conference will be held in Seaside.  Lafco will be reviewing and scoring our Website for transparency purposes between October through December.   
d)  CAPC Conference Meeting – Trustee Bozarth reported on the meeting he and Foreman Glide attended in Tahoe on October 5th and 6th.  He gave an overview of the main topic presented which was the Board’s role in the financial and fiscal responsibility of the district.    
e)   Investment Accounts – The investment committee will report next month after quarterly reports have been reviewed.
f)   Board Comments – Future Agenda Items –  All commented it was a good meeting.
