The regular scheduled monthly meeting of the Winters Cemetery District was held Wednesday morning, November 14, 2018, at 9:00 a.m. at the cemetery office.

Chair Kilkenny called the meeting to order noting a quorum with all members present.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
Action Item – Approval of Agenda
Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve. Trustee Hague made the motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 3
Public Comments
Chair Kilkenny opened and closed public comments seeing no public in attendance. 
AGENDA ITEM NO. 4 - ACTION ITEMS  

a) Approval of October Meeting Minutes – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion to approve.  Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the minutes as submitted. Vice Chair Bristow seconded the motion.  With no further discussion the motion carried with all ayes.
b) Approval of October Submitted Claims – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion. Trustee Justus made the motion to approve the claims. The motion was then seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  Questions were asked regarding the following claims to Justus & Wilkes, Wilbur-Ellis and CSDA.  With no further questions or discussion the motion carried with all ayes.

c) Revenues & Burial Certificates Issued – Chair Kilkenny called for a motion.  Trustee Justus made the motion to acknowledge the revenues received, the sale of Burial Rights Certificates #1538 – 1540 and the pre-signing of Burial Rights Certificates #1541 - 1545.  It was seconded by Trustee Bozarth.  The motion carried with all ayes.  
AGENDA ITEM NO. 5 - DISCUSSION ITEMS 
a) Manager’s and Ground’s Foreman Report – The Manager reported on the following. 
Staff had four full burials, a junior baby vault was needed and Foreman Glide had to pick it up in Vallejo.  The Dia de los Muertos celebration was a success although with minor problems which will need to be addressed before the celebration next year.  The Hispanic Advisory Committee will be invited to next months’ Board meeting for discussion.  The plans for the modular office received approval from the State on October 23rd.  The office will be closed Thursday and Friday for Thanksgiving.  Foreman Glide’s report stated the following.  The grounds are still being irrigated due to the warm weather. Several trees were purchased and planted.  The hedges
surrounding the maintenance building have developed a fungus that is killing some of the bushes and those required removal.
b) Budget  –  Manager Carbahal and the Board reviewed the preliminary budget through
October although County reports have not been received.  The manager stated the numbers are based upon revenues received, claims processed and payroll reports. Chair Kilkenny commented the budget appears on target at this time.  
c) Correspondence –  A letter was received from the County for future Payroll company and

Software changes.  A notice from the City of Winters was received regarding six Cottage Circle homes to be built.  Foreman Glide requested a copy of the plans or map from the City and was told there wasn’t one available.     
d)  Health & Safety Code 9069(a-i) Abandoned Plots –  The Manager briefed the Board members as the computer mapping continues it is evident, based upon the Health and Safety Codes that there are more plots that appear legally available for the cemetery to reclaim ownership of.  There are large family plots that have not had burials in over fifty years.  Some family plots have only one or two burials out of ten or twelve plots that were originally available.  The process takes over a year after the request is made to the County Counsel.  The manager will provide a partial list next month to review.      
e)   Investment Accounts – As a member of the Investment committee, Chair Kilkenny presented and explained the quarterly report to the board members.  The accounts are making money but showing paper losses at this time.  
f)   Board Comments – Future Agenda Items – Chair Kilkenny requested the City Development Fees be an agenda item for next month.
